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You may find these guidelines useful for a successful event:-

Equipment:

The Duckworth Worcestershire Trust will provide you with all the bin bags and gloves that you need. We will also lend you any litter pickers and High Viz you require subject to availability. These will be collected the day before the event or on the morning of your event, depending on demand.  Litter pickers should be returned shortly after the end of your event so that they can be lent to another group. These will need to be signed for on collection and accounted for on return, any damage to equipment will need to be paid for.
We encourage groups to recycle the litter they collect wherever possible. Please keep one bag for recyclables (paper, textiles, steel, aluminium cans and plastics) and another for all other refuse. It is recommended that you use a box to collect any glass. Where possible, please dispose of items in the way you would normally recycle or dispose of domestic/ business waste.  If you have not got the facilities with which to do this, then please call The Duckworth Worcestershire Trust on 01905 734934 – we will arrange to have it removed where possible.

Undertaking recycling as part of your litter picking event is strongly encouraged so as to raise awareness of the need to re-use the world’s limited resources and to reduce the amount of waste going into landfill.  
Keeping Records:
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Help us to keep track of how much litter is cleared up during this year’s campaign. Please take a picture of the waste that you have collected and send it into the trust, along with your contact details to be entered into the competition. We will write to you after your event and encourage you to complete an evaluation form which will be used to improve future campaigns.
Collection of Recyclables and Litter:

The Duckworth Worcestershire Trust can collect any materials (except glass) gathered for recycling, on request. We would encourage you to take glass to your nearest glass bank. If you collect large quantities of litter which you cannot dispose of yourself, contact the Trust who will help with disposal.

Publicity:
